Scope of

Response 
Services: 

Comanche Peak Power Company LLC ("Comanche Peak"), Somervell County 
Fire Department ("SCFD"), Somervell County Sheriff’s Department ("SCSD"), 
Glen Rose Independent School District ("GRISD") , Somervell County (the 
"County," and together with SCFD, SCSD, GRISD, the "County Entities") 

A new agreement or agreements (the "Emergency Response Agreements") for 
the County Entities to provide certain emergency response services in the event 
of a nuclear emergency at Comanche Peak Nuclear Power Plant ("CPNPP'), 
which is partially located in Somervell County 

The Emergency Response Agreements, upon execution, supersede and replace in 
entirety the following existing agreements (the "Existing Agreements"), each of 
which is currently in full force and effect: 

(1) Letter �of Agreement dated August 13, 2014 between Luminant 
Generation Company LLC, predecessor to Comanche Peak, and the 
County regarding the CodeRED warning system in Somervell 
County; 

(2) EOC Operations Assistance Agreement dated December 14, 2016 
between Luminant Generation Company LLC, predecessor to 
Comanche Peak, and SCSD; 

(3) Letter �Agreement dated December 16, 2016 between Luminant 
Generation Company LLC, predecessor to Comanche Peak, and 
SCFD; and 

(4) Letter �of Agreement dated January 5, 2017 between Luminant 
Generation Company LLC, predecessor to Comanche Peak, and the 
County regarding SAFER response support. 

Below are the emergency response services that will be covered under the 
Emergency Response Agreements, categorized by the participating entity. 

County: County will maintain the CodeRED warning system in good working 
order for use in the event of a nuclear emergency at CPNPP. County will provide 
Comanche Peak with access to the activation codes necessary for the use of 
group callout capabilities of the system and will allow Comanche Peak to call out 
emergency response personnel or CPNPP personnel. County will program the 
CodeRED system to include geographic evacuation zones within 10 miles of 
CPNPP. Comanche Peak will fund half of the annual cost of maintaining the 
Code RED system for five (5) years, up to $3,750 per year (one half of $7,500). 

County will, upon activation of the CPNPP Strategic Alliance for FLEX 
Emergency Response (SAFER) Plan, provide local emergency resources as 
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
